Pinyin &

Pinyin, literally meaning ‘matched sounds’, is the official
romanisation system for Mandarin Chinese, and is often used
when learning Standard Chinese.

Pinyin can be used to show the phonetic pronunciation of
words, with or without the use of Chinese characters. The
tables below give examples of initials and finals used in the
pinyin system.
